SUBSEQUENT TRANSFERS/TRANSFER FEE/STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

Grantor hereby agrees to incorporate the terms of this Easement by reference in any deed or other legal instrument by which they divest themselves of any interest in all or any portion of the Conservation Easement Area, including, without limitation, any leasehold interest.  Grantor further agrees to give written notice to Grantee of the transfer of any interest at least thirty (30) days prior to the date of such transfer.  Failure of Grantor to perform any act required by this paragraph shall not impair the validity of this Easement or limit its enforceability in any 

way.


At such time as all or any portion of a Conservation Easement Area is sold and before title is passed the buyer and every subsequent buyer shall be required to pay a transfer fee to Grantee in the amount of one percent (1%) of the purchase price of the Conservation Easement Area and any Improvements thereon. This fee is in recognition of the Grantee’s continuing responsibility to monitor and maintain this easement, to perform its responsibilities, and to otherwise further Grantee’s mission, all of which are believed to benefit the subject Conservation Easement Area and its owners. Grantor agrees to incorporate this requirement in the terms of any agreement of sale for all or any portion of the Conservation Easement Area and to familiarize the Buyer with such terms prior to the sale.  

Upon request by Grantor, Grantee shall within thirty (30) days execute and deliver to Grantor, or to any party designated by Grantor, any document, including a written statement of compliance, which certifies, to the best of Grantee's knowledge, that Grantor is in compliance with any obligation of Grantor contained in this Easement or otherwise, if Grantor is not in compliance with the terms and conditions of this Easement, stating what violations of this Easement exist.  Such statement of compliance shall be limited to the condition of the Conservation Easement Area as of Grantee's most recent inspection.  If Grantor requests more current documentation, Grantee shall conduct an inspection, at Grantee's expense, within thirty (30) days of receipt of Grantor's written request therefor.
